How British honours
are conferred
British honours are awarded on
merit, for exceptional achieve-
ment or service. 

Anybody can recommend a
British national for an honour,
which consist of life peerages,
knighthoods, appointments to the
Order of the British Empire and
gallantry awards to servicemen
and women and civilians. 

The Queen chooses the recip-
ients on the advice of the Prime
Minister, to whom recommenda-
tions are sent either by govern-
ment ministers or by members of
the public. The honours are pub-
lished in the official Crown news-
paper, the London Gazette. 

Private nominations, made by
individuals or by organisations to
the Prime Minister's Office, make
up around a quarter of all recom-
mendations. 

Honorary awards for foreign
nationals are recommended by the
Secretary of State for Foreign and
Commonwealth Affairs.
