The First Stamp in Sri Lanka
Y%S,xldfõ m%:u uqoaorh

It was 143 years ago, on April 1, 1857 that
the first adhesive stamp was issued in Sri
Lanka (then Ceylon). The value was 6
pence. (Decimal currency Rupee and Cents
was adopted only in 1872) Perkins Bacon &
Co Ltd printed this first stamp. It had a pur-
plish colour and the sheet did not have per-
forations and had to be cut from the sheet. 

The stamp carried the left profile of the head of Queen
Victoria, the ruler of the British Empire who was also Ceylon’s
monarch and the words CEYLON and  SIX PENCE.
